


Selling Quidelines

What can you sell:

Clothing, shoes, and accessories for infants,
children, tweens and teens (up to age 14)

All season clothing accepted, but in-season
clothing sells best (ex. spring/summer items
for spring sale)

Any season maternity clothing

Baby gear - swings, exersaucers,
high chairs, strollers

Car seats - no more than 4 years old

Furniture - beds, tables, lamps, toy
boxes, etc. - must be no older than 10 years

Linens - crib sheets, bedding sets, comforters

Nursery/Baby Items - monitors, sippy cups,
diaper bags, tubs

Toys - big and small, all ages

Outdoor play equipment (high demand)
slides, sandboxes, wagons, bikes, etc.

Stuffed animals - only if they are new with
tags on them

Games - board games, video games, puzzles

What you can’t sell

Torn, stained, faded, or outdated clothing & shoes

Dirty toys, furniture and baby gear
Used stuffed animals

How 40 prepare your ems

Items you will need include: tagging gun if you have
lots of clothes, clear packing tape, plastic ties,
safety-pins, and heavy card stock paper (64 b or
higher) for creating your tags.

Clean and press all clothing. The better your
items look, the easier they will sell.

Put clothing on a hanger facing left -
hangers should look like a question mark (?).
Pants should be secured to hanger with large
safety-pins ONLY - no clothes-pins.

Thoroughly clean all toys, games, furniture,
etc. Multiple-piece items must include all
pieces. We ask that you assemble your
furniture, ex. crib, as it sells better put to-
gether (just allow yourself extra time at
drop-off to do so).

Secure shoes together with strong plastic
ties so shoes stay together during the sale

Include batteries in all battery-operated
items (so we can test and sell them).

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Pricing your items

Items in great condition usually go for 30-50%
of their original retail price - clothing sells
for slightly less depending on the brand (ex.
if you paid $12 for a new dress, a reasonable
price would be somewhere between $3.50 -
$5.00).

If you’re trying to get rid of a lot of things,
we recommend you allow your items to sell
for half price on Sunday.

Clothing must have a minimum price of $2.00.

If an item is not worth $2, group it with like
pieces (ex. Pant/shirt combo, 3-in-1).

Price your items in $0.50 increments (ex.
$3.00, $6.50, $9.00).

Tagging your items

Use our online tool at:
KidsConsignment4You.com/tag to generate
your seller information/price tags. The tool
is simple to use and guides you through the
tag creation process. All items need a tag to
be sold and for you to be paid.

As you enter items onlinel, you will be able

to specify any unsold pieces you wish to do-
nate to charity, and which items can be
discounted on Sunday for our 50% Off Sale. If
your goal is to get rid of all your stuff, we
encourage you to do both.

Print your tags on heavy weight card stock
paper (64lb or higher) so they don’t get ripped.

Safety pin your tag to clothing on the right-
front of the item. If using a tagging gun, run

the barb through a seam or clothing tag at the
neck to avoid creating a visible hole.

To see how to affix tags to other items (loose
toys, books, etc.), go to the “Sellers” section
of our website and click on “Price & Tag” to
see photos and instructions.

Our website is loaded with
information and photos to
help make the consigning
process clear and easy.
You’ll also find details on how you can
make an extra 5-15% by volunteering at
our sale. Volunteers also get to join in
the Private Presale on Friday morning.
